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This Spanish course builds on the work and topics covered in Year 9. This is the second
year of a three-year course which practises skills leading to NCEA Level 1 Spanish.
Substantial time is spent guiding students to a level of confidence so that they can use
authentic Spanish, which will be useful in a variety of real situations. Extension work is
available for those who wish to build on their previous knowledge of the language.
Students with extensive prior knowledge of Spanish will be able to work at a more
advanced level. Online material, which includes tracking software to record progress
will be used. All students have the opportunity to practise their oral skills with a native
speaker of Spanish. Emphasis is placed on creating a growing awareness of the huge
diversity of the Spanish language / culture and the impact it has had on the world. In
addition, Matauranga Maori and intercultural learning are woven into this learning
giving akonga opportunities to incorporate their own culture and think & connect as
globally minded citizens.

Although the curriculum refresh content for the Learning Languages area has not been

developed yet (2025), this course provides a range of meaningful learning experiences
that support the vision of the New Zealand Curriculum Refresh.

Using carefully paced and differentiated tasks, the main themes/topics studied in this
course include:

Unit 1 - Nga mahi a te réhia - The arts of entertainment - Exploration of ‘ngd mahi a te
rehia’ as alens that can be used to explore identity and heritage.

(Saying what you use your mobile for / Saying what type of music you like / Talking
about movies)

Unit 2 - Kai and manaakitanga - Food and hospitality, generosity - Exploration of ‘kai
and manaakitanga’ as a lens that can be used to explore food and the social-cultural
factors associated with the acquisition, preparation and consumption of food.

(Saying what food you like / Describing mealtimes / Ordering a meal)

Unit 3 - Kakahu - Clothing - Exploration of ‘kakahu’ as a lens that can be used to
express histories, ideas, values and identity.
(Talking about clothes / Arranging to go out)

Unit 4 - Te Ao o Hararei / - The world of holidays - Exploratfion of *holidays’ as a lens that
can be used to explore the importance of places and their history.

(Talking about holiday destinations / Talking about a past holiday / Describing your
fown with connections to its history)

Assessment for learning is regular and meaningful. Ongoing formative listening and
reading assessments are provided for the four units covered during the year leading to
a summative comprehension assessment at the end of each unit. There are four main
summative writing/speaking assessments (based on new NCEA standards), 1 per term.

The main resource used in this course is jVival2 ActiveLearn online resource for
classwork/homework. We also use other online resources like Education Perfect to
extend students’ vocabulary knowledge.
